Two vehicles and 4 people per yurt. Maximum of two camping units allowed per campsite, not to
exceed one axled camping unit. This rule is strictly enforced.

» Please be respectful of your neighbors. Quiet hours are from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m. No excessive noise

» All guests need a parking pass. Guests will be subject to a daily parking fee. Visitation ends at 10 p.m.
« Parking passes are required and must remain visible at all times while visiting the park.

* Enjoy the park with your pets, but please remember that all pets must be on a leash at all times. Pets
must never be unattended. Please clean up pet waste and dispose of it in appropriate containers.
